v) Candidates, who obtained (10+2) or Degree through Open University system without having any basic qualification are not eligible. 
3. Vacant seats may be filled with eligible candidates including those securing not less than 45% marks in aggregate in the qualifying examination duly ensuring merit and transparency.

1. Candidate must be an Indian National.
